Working Bikes Cooperative  
Drop off your old bikes, working or not, and bike p arts at the Working Bikes booth . They 
will give new life to your old bike and independence to those who ride them, in the underserved 
communities of Chicago, Africa and Central & South America. This action diverts bicycles from 
the waste stream in Chicago by repairing them for sale and charity. They repair some bikes for 
local donation & sale to help fund the overseas shipment & donation of all the remaining 
bicycles. 
Each year Working Bikes gives away over 5,000 bicycles locally and internationally. It 
distributes about 500 bicycles and wheelchairs in the Chicago area alone: to City programs, 
refugees and day camps.

This demonstration is designed to establish a deeper appreciation for 
the total value of electrical energy used in our daily lives, which is 
often taken for granted.  On the fun side, the rider learns how much 
effort in watts is needed to propel a bicycle at va rious speeds on 
a road . On the scientific side the bicycle-to-electricity machine 

demonstration gives the visitor a personal kinesthetic learning experience to truly understand 
the physical & electrical energy needed to illuminate conventional vs. energy efficient light bulbs.

Metropolitan Water Reclamation   
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago  
Stop by the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of Greater Chicago (MWRD) booth to learn 
about their new "Restore the Canopy, Plant a Tree" program. This initiative gives residents an 
opportunity to restore our region’s depleted tree canopy which has been decimated by emerald 
ash borer infestation and extreme weather. Not only do trees provide a beautiful green canopy 
for our communities, they are a powerful and effective form of green infrastructure. A medium-
sized oak tree can help prevent flooding by absorbing 2,800 gallons of rainfall per year. The 
MWRD is inviting Green Fair visitors to learn more about water conservation/reuse and 
take a water environment pledge for a chance to win  a repurposed rain barrel. Also the 
first 50 visitors will receive an 18” potted oak tr ee sapling to take home along with 
planting instructions.

ROTARY CLUB OF BUFFALO GROVE  
Rotarians are providing families in Guatemala with solar lights made by Nokero, a Colorado 
company that has been in the business of creating clean lighting alternatives for the developing 
world since its inception in 2010.  Nokero stands for "No Kerosene" and the solar lights replace 
costly and dirty kerosene lamps and candles.  The lights charge by day and bring light by night 
to families whose homes do not have electricity, changing their lives immensely.  This year, 
Rotarians from the Rotary Club of Buffalo Grove delivered 80 solar lights during their service trip 
to Guatemala.  Stop by and see these lights and hear about the impact of adding three or more 
hours of increased income productivity per day and increasing the students’ study time by nearly 
50%.

business that specializes in recycling paint. Epaint recycles upwards of 90% of the latex, oil-
based, stains and clear cost paint they collect. Your old paint is collected and sent to their state-
of-the-art warehouse, where it is sorted, filtered, tinted, and finally emerges as ready to use 
recycled paint! The end result is not only less noxious and less expensive than non-recycled 
paint, but also has superior coverage quality because there are more solids present.  They also 
ensure that the metal and plastic containers are also recycled. They see the entire recycling 
process through from collection to the finished recycled products, with no middle man. There is 
a small charge for the paint collection - cash or credit card.  

Latex paint: quart = $1.00; gallon = $2.00; 5 gallon pail = $10.00/pail  
Oil-based paint/stains: quart = $4.00; gallon = $8.00/can ; 5 gallon pail = $20.00/pail  
 
They can not accept non-architecture paint, spray cans, solvents, or leaking cans.
